Designed
for up to 12 adults (18 years and older) looking to develop their skills and experience in building and
construction methods and to learn traditional craft skills in the hopes of securing employment in the
construction industry.

All SWAP participants who attend the full 6 weeks will be given the opportunity to interview for two full time,
paid 2-year apprenticeships being hosted by our main contractors for the Calverley Old Hall project. The taught
part of the apprenticeship will be at Leeds College of Building. The two apprenticeships are likely to be one in
joinery and the other in brickwork.

by Leeds College of Building.

Will this affect my benefits?

Jobseekers claiming either Universal Credit, Jobseeker’s Allowance (JSA) or Employment and Support Allowance
(ESA) will continue to receive benefits whilst taking part in the SWAP, and if you need to travel to the employer’s
place of work or to where the training is held, you may be able to receive help covering the cost of public
transport and/or appropriate childcare.
